NEW CLOSURES ON THE NORTH DOORS AT THE WEST ENTRANCE TO 
THE CHURCH Automatic closures are being installed on the northernmost 
doors of the double entrance at the west entrance to the Church. These clo-
sures will make it easier for the wheelchair-bound and for persons who might 
need assistance opening doors. Electrical connections have yet to be made, 
but the doors will hopefully be operational shortly. 
In the interest of taking care of the new mechanical equipment, so that it may 
long benefit those who will use them, we ask that children be instructed not to 
play with the doors or the buttons that open them. Those who use these doors 
will be most grateful for our good stewardship of them. 
 

GOD BLESS THE KANSAS WIND! Due to the wild western winds we so 
frequently enjoy, we must be extremely careful opening and closing the main 
outside entrance doors to the church. As you may have noticed, a recent gusty 
wind (that substantially exceeded the city speed limit) almost ripped the middle 
door out. We have blocked access to it until it can be repaired. When you 
move in or out of the church building through these doors, please try to keep 
hold of the door and be sure it is firmly closed. 
We would also ask that persons who depart the church by the south doors by 
the cry room, or on the other side of the large church window, also be sure to 
pull the doors shut. Two of the doors do not completely close and latch unless 
you specifically push or pull them shut. Thank you so kindly.
