PLEASE REMEMBER YOUR FINANCIAL CONTRIBUTIONS THIS SUMMER 
We finish our fiscal year on June 30, 2009. A new budget has been prepared  
with the parish Finance Committee. With the hiring of an additional teaching 
position this fall, our school expenses will increase. We will also face in-
creased expenses for maintenance as our buildings begin to mature. The 
Finance Committee has set a weekly income target of $16,758/week, the total 
income necessary to meet operating expenses, mortgage debt and interest, 
and ongoing maintenance.  Mindful of the current fiscal situation, every effort 
is being made to restrain the growth in spending. As you travel this summer, 
please be sure to maintain your church support. We can’t do it without you.

PARKING LOT UPDATE  Construction work has been completed on the 
parking lot expansion. Dirt work around the edges was completed by parish 
volunteer labor. A previous contract to reseal the older parking spaces will be 
completed early this month, and then the entire parking lot will be restriped. By 
request of some parishioners, the number of handicapped spaces will be 
expanded across from the present handicapped spaces. These new spaces 
will be marked handicapped reserved for weekends and holy days.  We have 
had a good initial response to raising funds to offset the debt incurred with the 
parking expansion. We are still soliciting funds or pledges over time to meet 
this added expense above and beyond our regular operating expenses. Thank 
you for your generosity. Thank you to all who have been able to step forward 
on this special appeal.
